3. Do you notice that you seem to have either very positive or negative comments that are NOT related to academics, but are more social: love or are annoyed by the teacher? Like a class because you like the kids there or dislike a class because you don’t like the kids there? Enjoy working collaboratively? Prefer working alone?
If you notice these trends in your comments? What are they?

Answer one of the following three questions:
a. If you did not notice any “social” trends either positive or negative? Why is this? For example: Do you separate the social from the academic and not worry about social issues in relation to your academic achievement or issues? Did you just write as little as possible, but you think there is a trend you might want to mention (if so, what?) AND what do you think this means for considering future colleges and learning environments?

b. If you did notice mostly positive social trend comments, what might these positive insights say about you and the type of college and learning environments you might what to look into for your future?

c. If you did notice mostly negative social trend comments, what might these insights say about areas you might want to work on so they affect you less negatively and/or what might this say about types of colleges or learning environments you might want to avoid in the future?
