Description:
ESOL II is high intermediate/low advanced level English class for speakers of languages other than English. The class is designed to assist students in acquiring skills to create and understand both spoken and written English. At the same time, students will be introduced to and given opportunities to analyze and apply literary conventions and topics typically taught in a regular high school English class. Additionally, academic English helpful in succeeding in other high school courses is developed. 
Grading and Late Work Policies:
The ESOL classes will follow the grading policies of the Austin High School English Department, but if you are absent, you may email me to see what you have missed. The policies are as follows:

Grading Policy

· Level 1 = Daily grades such as pop quizzes, participation, classwork, homework

· Level 2 = Scheduled quizzes, extended daily or homework assignments

· Level 3 = Major grades such as essays, tests, exams, and projects

The level of each class assignment will be clearly indicated to students at the time the assignment is given.    

Late Work

· A student may submit an assignment up to four days after the original due date with a 10 point penalty per day.

· After three days, a student may earn up to a grade of 50 for the assignment if he/she completes the assignment, or an alternate
assignment comparable in concept/content to the original assignment, in the classroom with the teacher.  This assignment must be completed no later than one week prior to the last day of the grading period.

Attempting Mastery/Retesting
· When a student scores a 74 or below on a Level 3 assignment, he/she becomes eligible for retesting to attempt mastery.

· A student may earn the opportunity to retest on a Level 3 grade by attending tutorials with the teacher to get help on the concept or
content.  Once the student attends the tutorial(s), he/she may retest and the second score will be averaged with the original score to determine a new score for the assessment, up to a maximum grade of 75.

· A student must attend the tutorial and complete the retesting within one week of receiving the grade for the assessment.
Extra Credit


If offered, extra credit will be related to the course curriculum and offered to each student enrolled in the course.
